[THIS IDENTIFIES THE FREQUENCY YOU ARE ON FOR THOSE LISTENING. USE 

LAST 3 DIGITS OF THE FREQUENCY APPEARING IN THE RADIO WINDOW SINCE 

YOU ARE SEEKING HELP FROM ANY HAM OPERATOR.  THEY WON’T KNOW YOUR 

CHANNEL NUMBER].  [IF YOU ARE ON THE 165 REPEATER YOU WOULD SAY “ON 

165” OR IF YOU WERE ON 505  SIMPLEX, YOU WOULD SAY “ON 505”. 

 

RELEASE PTT – ALLOW 30 SECONDS OR SO FOR SOMEONE TO 

RESPOND. IF NO RESPONSE, REPEAT. IT TAKES TIME FOR THEM 

TO GET TO THEIR RADIO.

YOU SAY         :  ROGER.   [AFTER YOUR “ROGER”, HAM MAY GIVE HIS CALL SIGN, EXAMPLE - K6PDS] 

 

HAM STATION :  I HAVE CALLED 911, WHAT IS YOUR NAME? 
[AFTER CALL TO 911] 
 

 YOU SAY         :  NAME HERE IS “BOB” 
[YOU GIVE YOUR NAME] 
 

HAM STATION :  OKAY BOB, I AM GOING TO STAY ON FREQUENCY,  

                            MAKE  SURE YOU ARE IN A SAFE LOCATION – OVER 
 

YOU SAY          :  ROGER: 
 

HAM STATION :  K6PDS STANDING BY
